You may want to use the following prompts to help talk about your child’s work: 

• I like the way you… 

• I have noticed that… 

• I am really impressed with how… 

• I can see how hard you were thinking when… 

• Well done for…. 

• I can that you were able to…. 

 

Examples: 

• I like the way you have everything ready before we start the lesson 

• I like the way you are reading the question really carefully before you begin 

• I like the way you have circled the key words in the question 

• I have noticed that you carefully follow the text with your finger 

• I have noticed that you show your working out 

• I have noticed you are working hard to sound out that word 

• I have noticed that you have 4 correct letters in that word 

• I am really impressed with how you are learning your multiplication tables 

• I am really impressed with how you are reading back through the sentence to 

ensure it makes sense 

• I am really impressed to see the effort you are putting in. This is hard 

• I can see how hard you were thinking when that answer wasn’t what you 

expected 

• Well done for keeping going.  You have worked hard today. 

• Well done for writing a sentence and reading it carefully to check it makes 

sense 

• Well done for planning your work today. 

• Well done for trying to spell words you are unsure of
