Read the beginning of a new
story and invent the middle and
the ending.

Write a letter or email to one of
the characters from a story.

Write a letter or an email to the
author of a story.

Describe a character that you
would like to meet from a story.
Write five questions you would

ask them if you met.

Fold a piece of paper into six
equal pieces. Sequence the story
by drawing and writing the story

in order.
